It was a sad day in the history of India
when our beloved Prime Minister
Mrs. Indira Gandhi who steered the nation
for fifteen daunting and often turbulent
years to bring India on the threshold of
greatness, was assassinated on the lawns of
her residence by two of her security guards
on October 31, 1984, The people of India
lost a gieat leader and a champion of

peace and the down trodden. But soon
after the death of Mrs. Gandhi, was offici-
ally announced there came the news that
Mr. Rajiv Gandhi, the 40 years old surviv.
ing son of Mrs. Gandhi was apnointed the
new Prime Minister. This gave the Indians
some relief. The foriegn press reacted
thatit was the proof which revealed how
much deep of democracy had taken roots
in India. Mr: Rajiv Gandhi came into
political lime light after the death of his
younger brother Sanjay Gandhi in an air
crash in 1980. He has been one of the

General Secretaries of Congress since
February 1983,

At 40 he is the youngest Prime Minister
of the country. He is married to an Ital-
jan, Sonia. They have two children,
Priyanka and Rahul. Rajiv had his early
education at St: Columbus school in Delhi

and studied at Doon school in Dehra

Doon. Later he proceeded to U. K. for
higher studies. After becoming member
of parliament from the Amethi seat he

started taking active interest in party affairs,

With his appointment as Prime Mini-
ster a new era has begun. Mr: Rajiv Gandhi
is aman of few words. A certain ameunt
of discipline is his hall mark. Commercial
pilot turned politician, Mr. Gandhi accor
ding to the Indian tradition is young for
the position he occupies. But he is fairly
experienced having lived in the same house
as Mrs. Gandhi. He has acquitted himself
remarkably well and shown an extra ordin-
ary capacity to remain clean in the face of
great personal tragedy and national crisis,
He is essentially a reserved person and
non—interfering.

The composure with which Mr; Rajiv
Gandhi received the news of his mothers
assassination and his wvigorous piea for a
sense of balance in his first television
appearance as Prime Minister had revealed
his strenght and determination. The blend
of firmness for instance calling out of the
army to deal with rioting and ordering
Chief Ministers to return to their states and
emotion shown by Mr: Gandhi suggests that
he has at least learned some of his mother’s



skills. As general secretary of congress he
has had a fairly good grasp of the clash
of interests and personalities that continue
to plague the party weakening its base
in the states.

Mr. Rajiv Gandhi has one sure adva-
ntage. He begins with sympathy of Indian
pepole. He respects age and is keen to
take back some of the old congress men
who left the party because of Intrigues.
But he is also expected to throw up a
vounger leadership to vitalise the party.

The mantle of several responsibilities like
the chairmanship of the Non-Aligned
movement has fallen on him. Mrs. Gandhi
who had been a shy young woman, was
never really trained to succeed her power-
ful parents any more than Mr. Rajiv
Gandhi was. But intime she becamea
world figure who could still communicate
with her people. so let us hope that
Mr. Rajiv Gandhi will not disappoint our
expectations as the Prime Minister of the
