What really is meant by our
‘mind' ? Doctors and scientists all
over the world were doing experi-
ments on the mystery behind it
for years. But it was only in the
latter period of the 19th century
an Australian doctor's Theory on
Psychology that threw light on the
science of our mind.

It took medical science twenty three
hundred vyears to recognize this
great truth, We are just now beg-
inning to develop a new kind of
medicine — called psychosomatic
medicine — a medicine that treats both
mind and the body.

Today psychologists have also

gone to the mystery behind sleep.
There is a seperate department for
its research known as chrono med-
icine. Unlike the common belief
doctcrs have ° found that for some
period during sleep, the eye ball
behind one's closed eyelids are
seen wandering to and fro. This
is known a s Rapid Eye Movement
sleep'or REM sleep. But negative
to what we logically believe happ-
ening then, there would be deep
gleep during that time. When we_
wake persons at that time (REM
sleep), they were seen telling that
they had been seeingdreams dur-
ing that time. About a quarter of
our sleep is considered to be in
REM sleep; REM sleep usually occurs
during the early hours of morning.

There is another category of
sleep known a3 Non-REM (NREM
sleep. A person starts sleeping In
NREM. NREM consists of different
phases and each phase has a dura.
tion of one and half hours. But in

between each phase of NREM, there
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is a short time interval when there
is REM sleep. During that ime some
persons are seen biting their teeth
(broxism) or walking in sleep (som-
nambulism). There may be no special

intentions for it. Some are seen simply .

sitting on their beds during sleep,
During this time their eyes will be
open but insleep.

What kihd of creatures are birds?
Certainely, of all the higher forms
of life, the Vertebrates or back boned
animals, they are the most beautiful,
most mslodious, most admired, most
studied and most defended. They
far out number all other vertebraies
expect fishes and can be found
