The common components of pho-
tochemical smog are ozone, nitric ox-
ide, acrolein, formaldehyde and
peroxyacetyl nitrate (PAN). Photo-
chemical smog causes serious health
problems. Both ozone and PAN act as
powerful eye irritants. Ozone and nitric
oxide irritate the nose and throat and
their high concentration causes head-
ache, chest pain, dryness of the throat,
cough and difficulty in breathing.

Photochemical smog leads to
cracking of rubber and extensive dam-
age to plant life. It also causes corro-
sion of metals, stones, building mate-
rials, rubber and painted surfaces.

Photochemical smog occurs where sunlight acts on vehicle pollutants.

Depletion of
Ozone Layer

Ozone is seen in traces in"earth s atmo-
sphere. This gas is largely found at a height of
about 20 to 25 kilometers in the atmosphere.
Ozone layer absorbs harmful ultra violet rays emit-
ted by the sun. Thus prevents ultra violet rays from
reaching the earth and protects the earth. But
when Chloro Fluoro Carbons (CFCS) and the
oxides of nitrogen reach the upper layer of earth’s
atmosphere, it causes the depletion of the ozone
layer. Chlorine formed by the dissociation of CFC

Little Boy exploded 2000 feet above Hiroshima
in a blast equal to 12-15,000 tons of TNT, destroy-
ing five square miles of city. Within the first two to
four months of the bombings, the acute effects of
atomic bombing killed 90,000-1,66,000 people
in Hiroshima and 39,000 to 80,000 in Nagasaki,
roughly half of the deaths in each city occurred on
the first day. During the following months, large
numbers died form the effect of burns, radiation
sickness and other injures. compounded by illiness
and malnutrition. In both cities, most of the dead
were civilians, although Hiroshima had a sizable
military garrison.

On August 15, Just days after the bombing of
Nagasaki and the Soviet Union's declaration of
war, Japan announced its surrender of Allies. On
September 2, its signed the instrument of surren-
der, effectively ending World War. The bombings
role in Japan’s surrender and their ethical justifi-
cation are still debated.
