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Vitamin D is a group of fat soluble

secosteroids responsible for increasing intesti-
nal absorption of calcuim, Magnesium and
Phosphate and multiple other biological effects.
In humans, the most important compounds in
this group are vitamin D3 (chole calciferol) and
vitamin D2 (ergocalciferol).

Cholecaliciferol and ergocalciferol can be in-
gested from the diet and from supplements only
a few foods contain vitamin D. The major natu-
ral source of the vitamin is synthesis of chole-
calciferol in the skin from cholestrol through a
chemical reaction that is dependent on sun ex-
posure. Vitamin D from the diet or skin synthe-
sis is biologically inactive enzymatic conversion
in the liver and kidney is required for activation.
As vitamin D can be synthesized in adequate

amounts by most mammals exposed to suffi-
cient sunlight, it is not an essential dietary fac-
tor, and so not technically a vitamin. Instead it
could be considered a hormone, with activation
of the vitamin D Pro-hormone resulting in the
active form, calcitrol, which then produces ef-

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A space elevator is a proposed type of planet

to space transportation system. The main com-
ponent would be a cable anchored to the sur-
face and extending into space. The design
would permit vehicles to travel along the cable
from a planetary surface, such as the earth’s
directly into space or orbit, without the use of
large rockets.

An earth based space elevator would con-
sist of a cable with one end attached to the sur-
face near the equator and the other end in the
space beyond geostationary orbit. The compet-
ing forces of gravity, which is stronger at the
lower end and the outward/upward centrifugal
force, which is stronger at the upper end, would
result in the cable being held up, under tension
and stationary over a single position on earth.
With, the tether deployed climbers could repeat-
edly climb the tether to space by mechanical
means, releasing their cargo to orbit. Climbers
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could also descend the tether to return cargo to
the surface from orbit.

ISEC (International Space Elevator Consor-
tium) was formed to promote the development,
construction and operation of a space elevator
as a "Revolutionary and efficient way to space
for all humanity”. Japan and China are on their
way of building space elevators. They officially
announced that they'll be building one in 2050
and 2045 respectively. This 10 billion dollar
